One can hardly describe the impression 
made by the gently rolling hills on all sides, their cool 
and shady valleys tucked away, and such an abun-
dance of refreshing springs – brooks and streams…  
What benefits and what divine exultation the silence 
and solitude of the desert hold in store for those who 
love it.”
