 FREE TO LIVE AND LOVE 
 
 

 The most influential Catholic spiritual writers of the twen-
tieth century, Thomas Merton, O.C.S.O. said that our bodily de-
sires for food, drink and sex are like spoiled little kids who con-
stantly demand more and more, right now and will not stop har-
assing us until we give them what they want. And if we give in to 
them, they will soon run the house! We will be like that house 
falling into ruin if we donôt check and control the desires of the 
flesh. These sins of the flesh are not the worst sins, not as bad 
as the sins of pride, but they are the ones through which most 
people are brought down. They weaken us so much, they take 
so much of our time and awareness, that soon enough, if we 
donôt discipline them, they will prevent anything else to grow in 
our soul. They will shrink our mind, heart and will to a pleasure 
seeking machine. 
 If we don't want to lose our appetite for the greater 
things in life like love, friendship, real intimacy, joy, integrity, 
love of God, then we need to clean our house every year. Now, 
we know, don't we, that we cannot control our bodily desires by 
repressing them, but by letting a higher passion take charge of 
them, respectfully but firmly. That is why prayer is so important 
during Lent. Without prayer, you could do all the sacrifices of 
food and drink in vain: you would soon go back to your bad hab-
its and addictions! 
 When you pray, you reconnect with God, you beg Him 
to let you see the bigger picture in your life so that you may 
choose the right thing at the right time and not lose the vision of 
eternal life and they joy of loving God, others and yourself. I 
know this through my own personal experience. I can lose even 
the memory of great graces if I let myself flood with bodily de-
sires and desires for control, the second temptation of Christð
and desires to be praised and acclaimedï the third temptation. 
 So mortify your bodily desires and sustain yourself with 
prayer. Put joy in the hearts of others in your family and work-
place by acts of kindness.
